The SETI Message Project

You are to create a message, which hopefully, will be decoded by another member of your class.  Everyone needs to create a message.  This will count as a test grade.  If your message is the first to be successfully decoded and you successfully decode the other message given to you by Thursday, May 28, the score of your lowest grade on one of the other seven tests will be changed to 100% of the possible points.  What a great opportunity!  But there are rules.

The message must have certain information in it.  Specifically:

Message Requirements

(
A description of your system of planets

(
A description of your race's physical appearance

(
A demonstration of your race's scientific knowledge

(
Some basic mathematics content

(
A reference to biological concepts

There are also some rules for the creation of the message.

Message Rules

· No alphanumeric characters of any Earthly language are allowed.
(
No more than 2000 discreet bits to the signal.  The message must be in a form that could be 
sent as a modulated radio signal.
(
Your planetary system must surround an actual F or G type star that is within 50 light years 
of Earth.

The completed message must be turned in to me no later than 14:30 E.D.T. on Monday, May 18.

At that time, you must also turn in a two page printed document that describes the proper interpretation of the message.  This will be a guide to judge the correctness of a solution.  The message and document will be worth twenty test points, ten points for the message and ten points for the explanation.

N.B.: The person who is to decode your message will be randomly chosen.
